Angel Food Ministries is a non-profit, non-denominational organization dedicated to providing grocery relief to families in over 500,000 
households each month  in 38 states throughout the nation.  Angel Food crosses all denominational lines and serves communities through 
a network of local churches serving as host sites. There are six sites in Orange County. 

Angel Food’s groceries are pre-sold prior to the deadline each month. The basic signature unit is $30, and consists of both fresh and 
frozen items with an average retail value of approximately $70.  The contents in the box change slightly from month to month. One 
signature box assists in feeding a family of four for about a week, or a single person for almost a month.  The food is all the same high 
quality one would purchase at a grocery store – not damaged or outdated goods.  There is no limit to the number of regular boxes or 
special monthly boxes an individual can purchase and there are no applications or qualifications.  Angel Food Ministries also 
participates in the U.S. Food Stamp (EBT) program.  

St. Paul’s Episcopal Church  is an official Angel Food Host site and collects orders and payments for the boxes.  Food boxes are 
distributed in our parking lot,usually on the fourth Saturday of each month.   

Volunteers work together to serve our community and feed people that we believe God cares about.  The food is delivered directly to our 
parking lot by refrigerated truck on the morning of distribution day.  Our desire is to make “Distribution Day” as easy and relaxing as 
possible through our volunteer network.  We seek to be a service to people in our community by helping them stretch their food dollars.

At 
the second traffic light after Newport, turn Left on Charloma. Go one block; at Wass, turn Left. 

From South: Take I-5 North to Red Hill Ave. Exit and turn Right. Proceed to Irvine Blvd. Turn Left.  (Or take Irvine Blvd. from South and East.) 
At the first traffic light after Red Hill Ave., turn Right on Charloma. Turn Left on Wass.
